In May we saw a constant flow of visitors at the mission. We held a technician
training class for 11 people in the early part of the month. The class was taught by
Diana Frost from CAWST

(Center for Affordable Water
and Sanitation Technologies).
It was great to have Diana
with us. She was able to go
and visit our Gonaives project
as well and provide some
training for a few other
organizations in the country
that are doing similar projects
as ours. At the end of the
month we had two summer
volunteers arrive. Graham
and Scarlett have been
helping out with various parts
of our Pierre Payen filter

project, but are focusing most
of their attention on the
education aspect of things.

Our workers teaching the people from the technician
training class how to build filters.

We have also been doing regular Community Steward training classes, and on one
occasion we had 50 people come for a class. These are important training sessions
as we rely on our Community Stewards to help with follow up and support to filter
owners in various surrounding communities. These people are volunteers and often
community leaders or individuals that want to see improvements on a community
level.

Fundraising is a key part of what keeps CWH running at the capacity that it does. We
are blessed to have a group of people that are constantly working on behalf of the
mission to seek funds. Some of those funds come from grants that are specific to
projects. We have also had several churches and other groups do special
fundraising projects on our behalf in the last few months. It's always exciting to see
how people want to be involved in the life changing work that we are doing. If you

| visited the CWH work yard where we were producing thousands of filters
for eagerly waiting families. Mass production had been necessary to
respond to the emergency relief needs of the community.

| returned to Gonaives a couple months ago and was impressed to see
outstanding program growth. | found a streamlined work site fully walled
with steel gate and secure tool room. Work
stations were set up to allow both the most
efficient production and quality control. Teams of
filter technicians and community stewards went
about their work. The technicians were not only
producing filters but actively participating in staff
meetings discussing materials and quality control.
| went along with a Community Steward out in the
community visiting the homes of new recipients of
water filters. The people who had received the
filters were thrilled with their filters, understood
their use and felt free to ask more questions. This
demonstrated their level of understanding of their
sanitation training, and the value of the work the A community Steward

Community Stewards were doing. signs up filter recipients.

It was great to see that Clean Water for Haiti has successfully developed
into an operation capable of carrying out ongoing projects in the country.

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We have been raising funds to purchase
the Pierre Payen property for almost two
years. This site has acted as our
production facility as well as a training
center, office and living quarters for
volunteer staff.

At the end of May it was necessary for us
to go ahead with the purchase as the
seller had other buyers lined up. We were
still $50,000 short of the total needed to
make the purchase. Because of our
financial position we had to secure
financing through private loans for the
needed funds.
