The calendar pages have been turned and we are well into another year of ministry
here at Clean Water for Haiti. As we look down the road we know that this year is
going to be a full one and we are excited to see all of the things that will be coming
our way.

It's always exciting for us to share about life in Haiti and what's going on at the
mission, but we are also aware of the fact that words can only do so much to paint a
picture of reality. Some things must be experienced first hand to be fully understood
or appreciated. Haiti is one of those things.

On our mission calendar for 2007 we have four weeks set aside to welcome visitors
to the mission on what we are calling Vision Trips . These are a one week trip to see
first hand what it is that we do here at Clean Water for Haiti. To make the most of
each visit we have decided to keep teams small with no more than 6 people on each.
Food and accommodation is provided at the mission, and all in country transportation
will be taken care of.

Our goal with these visits is to open your eyes to the reality and needs of Haiti, and
for you to see how Clean Water for Haiti is helping to meet those needs. Our visitors
will have an opportunity to learn about BioSand filters and build a few of them in our
production area. They will also get to go out with our staff as they deliver and install
filters in Haitian homes in our community, meeting the people that will be directly
benefiting from this great technology. Visitors will also have opportunity to see more
of our local area and meet other missionaries.

The cost for Vision Trips is $500 US (to
cover all food, accommodation and
transportation), plus the cost of airfare . We
can assist you with travel arrangements and
help prepare you for what you will encounter
while with us.

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In December we were finishing up a Rotary grant from the Chinook, AB club in partnership
with the Wild Rose Foundation. We were unsure about how much funding would be
available in the new year to continue with our filter projects. The end of 2006 brought with
it the encouraging news that the mission was sitting in a good place financially with about
$40,000 in available funds to take us into 2007.

In June 2006 John Carruthers volunteered to take on the role of Canadian Fundraising
Director. At that time John committed to raising a minimum of $3500 each month for our
General Fund that could be used for everything from operating expenses to funding
projects. In the past six months John has put an incredible amount of time and energy into
meeting his goal and has often gone over and above. In November John and his wife
Theresa started an email campaign and in just over a month were able to raise over
$12,500! We are incredibly encouraged by their efforts and the response they received.

At the end of December we received a donation of $50,000 from the Mary A. Tidlund Foundation to be used for filter
projects. What a great way to end 2006!

We are feeling incredibly blessed by the financial support that we have received in the past year. We now have funds to
continue running our local filter project without interruption, and at a year end board meeting we made the decision to
use a large portion of the excess funds to pay off most of the loan from the Pierre Payen property purchase.
