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The last several months have had all of us 
at Clean Water for Haiti busy, which for us is 
the best way to be. 
 
We were recently asked by a local          
missionary to help a community called La 
Grange with their water situation. La Grange 
is located in the Artibonite Valley, close to 
where the Artibonite River opens to the sea. 
The community is built on a salt flat and 
their nearest water source is the dark brown 
canal water. 
 
A filter was installed there when Clean    
Water for Haiti first started it’s work. Until two months ago this was the only water 
filter servicing an entire community. It was cracked and not working well, but the peo-
ple would wait patiently with a cup for just a little bit of clean, clear water to trickle out 
the spout for a drink.  
 
Within two weeks we had orders for almost 30 filters. We loaded up a truck with the 
filters, sand, gravel and workers and when the first load arrived in La Grange the  
extra filters that had been loaded on the truck were snapped up quickly. In one day 
we drove 8 hours to do two delivery trips and install all 30 filters. 
 
The following week we received another order for more filters. This time we loaded 
both the KIA and Daihatsu to maximum capacity to make the trip. Again, the extra 
filters were bought on the spot for the small amount of $40 Haitian dollars, about $5 
US. This little bit of money paid helps the families make a personal investment in the 
filter and gives them a sense of pride knowing that they are doing something to help 
the health of their family, rather than relying on foreigners to do it for them. 
 
We are very excited about helping this small community. The average Haitian home 
has about 10 people so in a matter of weeks over 700 people have been given     
access to clean water. Recently this community was averaging 13 funerals per 
month. The filters have given La Grange an opportunity for a healthy future.

Filters ready for painting and delivery to 
needy families. 
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What do all those things have in common? They’ve all been part of the progress we have been 
making in Haiti. 
 
In April we hosted another Technician Training class for four students. Smaller classes can be 
more challenging to teach but we finished the week off well and are excited to report that all of 
the newly certified technicians were producing filters within two weeks of returning to their  
communities. 
 
At the end of March, with the assistance of our staff, we were able to renovate the staff      
bathroom facilities. Previously the bathroom had a toilet and shower that were available to our 
staff 24 hours a day. The floor was not level and the bathroom was damp and dark. After 
breaking up the floor and running pipes we installed a sink, another shower, poured new      
cement floors and gave the whole bathroom a new coat of paint. The result is a bright, very 
functional bathroom that our staff love. We are so happy to be able to provide this facility for 
them as most Haitians don’t have electricity and few have running water. 

 
Our Rotary truck grant was approved and is in process. The funds to purchase a 
new Daihatsu Delta should arrive soon. We are looking forward to this new piece 
of equipment so that we can continue to expand our work with the filters. The 
strong Daihatsu trucks allow us to go into many communities that we couldn’t    
otherwise because of the poor road conditions.  
 
The workshop expansion was completed in February and the mission house/office 
and deck area received a new, much needed roof in March before the rainy      
season started. These projects were both much needed improvements to our   
mission facilities. We are very happy with the work that we have been able to do in 
the past several months and are looking forward to updating you with our          
continued progress in the coming months. 
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Have you thought about taking a trip off the beaten path? If so we 
would encourage you to sign up for one of our upcoming Vision Trips. 
 
These week long trips will give visitors an opportunity to see first hand 
what we do at Clean Water for Haiti and to see why the need for clean 
water is so great. You will be hosted by our staff at a our      mission 
base in Pierre Payen and work right along side our Haitian staff for the 
week.  
 
We believe that for people to have a deep understanding of need the 
best thing they can do is experience it first hand for themselves. Please 
consider visiting us for a week that we guarantee will change your life.
